· In 1804, with the support of the French people, Napoleon crowned himself emperor—literally taking the crown from the pope and placing it on his own head

· Napoleon envisioned a French empire in      
· However, after a long-ending civil war in      , Napoleon decided to focus on Europe and raise money with the sale of      
· A second benefit was the distraction it would provide for the      , “The sale assures forever the power of the United States and I have given England a rival who, sooner or later, will humble her pride.” 

· Napoleon already controlled the Austrian Netherlands, parts of Italy and Switzerland—he now turned his attention to      
· Napoleon wins decisive victories against united European powers; they cannot predict his next move and troops suffered under heavy losses.

· A major defeat for Napoleon happened at the      —a naval battle in which the British Admiral       split the French fleet and captured many ships

· This battle ensured the supremacy of the British navy for the next 100 years

· Napoleon was forced to give up the idea of invading Britain by sea and his extravagant efforts will bring about his downfall
