· Napoleon stayed in the burned city until October, when he began his retreat—but it was too late—by early November the       

· The Russian raiders attacked the retreating army again and again—thousands died from      
· Only       soldiers survived the Russian retreat and by the middle of December Napoleon limped back to France

Napoleon’s Downfall

· In Napoleon’s moment of weakness, France’s enemies banned together—Great Britain, Russia, Prussia, and Sweden. Austria quickly declared war too

· In a few short months, Napoleon raised another army, but       and       was their undoing and by January of 1814 the allied forces were outside Paris

· King Frederick William III of Prussia and Czar Alexander I of Russia led their troops through Paris in March 1814; Napoleon’s generals refused to continue to fight and he was forced to accept the terms of surrender including      
· Napoleon’s brother assumed the throne as      —his reign had troubles almost as soon as it began

· Peasants rebelled against his laws that seemed to undo the Revolution’s land reforms

· News of Louis XVIII’s troubles were all the incentive Napoleon needed to      
· Napoleon returned with a hero’s welcome and he was again emperor of France

· The allied forces gathered their forces and prepared to attack Napoleon’s army near the Belgium village of      
· June 18, 1815 Napoleon attacked. The British army held their ground all day and with fresh Prussian reinforcements at the end of the first day—their forces proved to be overwhelming and Napoleon surrendered two days later

· Napoleon’s second attempt to control France was called the      
· Napoleon’s second exile was to      , farther away from France in the South Pacific he lived for six years writing his memoirs 

· He died in      ; perhaps of stomach cancer

· Napoleon was a military genius and a brilliant administrator, yet for his accomplishments he sacrificed millions of lives in war for that success
