Motives for New Imperialism (why did it occur, justification)

· Imperialism would benefit the economies of the colonial powers (colonial powers would exploit Africa’s natural resources)
· Natural resources attracted European investors to southern Africa & southeast Asia 

· Social Darwinism – used to justify European imperialism in late 19th century
· Kipling’s “White Man’s Burden” (Western perspective) 

· used to support imperialism

· Europeans had a duty to introduce the benefits of their civilization to non-Europeans and to civilize the people they controlled

Effects of imperialism on:

· Africa

· Scramble for Africa – Africa’s resources/raw materials  were exploited by colonial powers for industry
· Berlin Conference – set the rules for and led to European competition for overseas territories
· National Borders – established in late 1800’s based primarily on territorial claims of colonial rulers
· India 

· British influence on India (positive/negative) – constitutional government
· Sepoy Mutiny

· Example of a response to European imperialism

· China

· Reasons for the decline of the Qing (Manchu) dynasty: failure of boxer rebellion; opium trade; Japanese imperialism; refusal to adapt to new technology.
· Opium War 
· Britain vs. China over the opium trade (Britain wins)

· increased western influence and trade in Asia

· China was divided into spheres of influence 
· Boxer Rebellion 
· example of Asian reaction to European imperialism
· Japan 

· Commodore Matthew Perry - increased western influence and trade in Asia 

· Meiji restoration (what it was, why it occurred, results)

· Westernization prompted by fear that Japan would be colonized by western nations
· Japan seeks to modernize, accept new technologies

· Rapid industrialization and economic growth occurred

· Military was strengthened and built up
· Cultural diffusion
